 IS MAN BORN IN SIN? 

 
 Sounded from the pulpits of our land, taught to children by parents, propounded in Sun-
day Schools is the anti biblical, unscriptural doctrine that man is born in sin.  Contrary to popular 
belief, this doctrine cannot be substantiated in the Bible.  One of the glorious truths of the Bible 
is that babies are born into the world in a state of absolute purity and innocence, free from any 
stain of sinful guilt.  It is to little children that Jesus turns for an example of purity and righteous-
ness as he teaches his disciples; "Verily I say unto you, except ye turn and become as little chil-
dren, ye shall in no wise enter into the kingdom of Heaven."  (Matt. 18:3)  Thus, infants 
do not need to be baptized in order to be saved; they are SAFE! 
 
 BUT SOMEONE SAYS THAT THE BIBLE SAYS THAT MAN IS BORN IN SIN.  The 
man does not live who can put his finger on the book, chapter and verse that teach such.  Well, 
wasn't David born in sin?  Certainly NOT!  Listen to the sweet singer of Israel in Psalm 51:5, 
"BEHOLD, I WAS SHAPEN IN INIQUITY: AND IN SIN DID MY MOTHER CONCEIVE 
ME."  Observe that David didn't say that he was born in sin, but rather his mother CONCEIVED 
him in sin.  I direct your undivided attention to Hebrews 12:9 which informs us that God is the 
Father of our spirits.  Since that is true, one would have to conclude that God is a sinner in order 
for an infant to be born in sin.  I think that no one would like to make such a drastic conclusion.  
It is only as one reaches an age at which he can exercise his God-given power of decision and 
chooses to transgress God's law by doing evil that he becomes guilty of sin.  Ezekiel 18:20 
teaches us explicitly that sins are not inherited. 
 
 INFANTS THUS HAVE NO RIGHT TO BE BAPTIZED.  Infants have not commit-
ted sin and thus have no need of the forgiveness of sin.  BAPTISM IS FOR THE REMISSION OF 
SINS.  (Acts 2:38)  Infants are incapable of understanding the gospel of Jesus Christ, repenting, 
confessing Christ before men and therefore do not need to be baptized.
