He is busily writing his
thoughts about faith and grace, knowing that his guards, who have come to admire and respect him, will
smuggle his writings out of the prison to his friends. This man's name is Dietrich Bonhoeffer, one of sev-
eral German preachers who dared to speak out against Adolph Hitler. On April 9, 1945, Bonhoeffer was
killed by the Germans. In his writings, he talked about CHEAP GRACE and COSTLY GRACE. Cheap grace
is wanting to be a Christian without wanting to change any of our ways of living. It is forgiveness without
repentance. That of course, is not the kind of grace that the Bible talks about. God's grace is COSTLY
because it calls us to follow, and it is grace because it calls us to follow Jesus Christ. It is costly because it
cost a man6 réis éif??é it is costly because it condemns sin and grace because it justifies the sinner. Read
Romans 5:6-8; 8-32.

Cheap Grace Is The Deadly Enemy To The Church Because It Asks For An Intellectual
Assent As Faith. Someone says, "Jesus paid it all, and all to Him I owe. There is nothing for
me to do." Someone else says, "Only believe and you will be saved. Matthew 7:21 tells us that we must
do the will of God to be saved. Mark 16:15,16 tells us that we must believe and be baptized to be saved.
